The two announcements — the special
sesslon and the Kovind committee -
colncided with the two-day mesting of
the Indian National Developmental
Incluzive Alllance (INDIA) in Mumbal.

At home and abroad

ew Research tells us that the people in a couple of dozen selectad countries think
well of India but less well than in the past, and that Narendra Modi scores only
about half as well abroad as he does at home, where his popularity is almost off
the charts. Going further, about half of those surveyed by Pew feel India has not
gained in power or influence in recent years, which is very much a minority view within
the country. Some of the dichotomy between domestic and international opinion is to be
expected, and some of the takedown implicit in the surveys numbers i= a deserved cold
shower. But some of the findings would come as a surprise to even those who have not
been persuaded by the Narendra Modi government's relentless image-building,.
It is impessible to arzue, for instance, that India’s standing and profile are not on the
rise when it has become the fifth-largest economy, that the moon landing hasn't made an
impression beyond the country s borders, that Indian moves don'timpact the rest of the
world both positively (vaccine supply) and negativelv {rice export ban} much more than
in the past, and that one of the world's fastest-growing economies and the third-largest
contributor to global growth will not count for mere in the coming years. Nor can one dis-
pute the evident success of Indians overseas in multiple fields, with growing numbers
and influence, and with a creditable record of integration into their adopted societies. All
of thiz makes for a compelling story that reflects well on the mother country.
But the government’s permanent campaign mode and the impressive energy of its
ministers create a noize level that can cloud the mind. After all. despite many hopeful
pronouncements, India has little to show by way of free-trade agreements. Those who
don't read the business papers, and even many who do, may be surprised to be told that
foreign direct investment inflows shrank last year and so far this vear, and that foreign
portfolio money saw a net outflow in 2022 before reversing direction in 2023,
As for MrModi, whose soaring domestic popularity has been confirmed by Pew's
survey, foreign governments have no choice but to deal with a strong Prime Minister
whio gives every impression of being around for some time to come, But that does not
mean informed citizens in other countries are unaware of the nature and direction of
political developments in India, and that this won't affect their views of the country.
Then there is China. Since power is a relative game, it matters that India’s rise has
been overshadowed by China’s, to the extent that even India’s neighbours have stronger
trade relations with China than with India, and also more defence dealings. There can
be [ittle doubt that Beijing was the primary mover behind the expansion of Brics mem-
bership, and that it has pushed Bries in the direction of becoming more of an anti-
West platform; India has been forced to play along.
In bilateral ties too, Beijing shows ne inclination to take the foot off the pedal,
whether it is the buildup of civil and military infrastructure along the disputed border,
cartographic aggression, or blocking India’s entry into key forums. If i Jinping stays
away from the G20 summit in MNew Delhi, with Vladimir Putin also absent, some of the
shine will come off an event that Mr Modi hias used to showcase India and, not least, to
project himself. China's larger game plan may well be to reduce the G20's salience

5o, realistically speaking in the world as we have it, there are two superpowers, two or
three great powers like Bussia, and then the middle powers among which India has gained
in prominence. Handicapped without a UN Security Council veto, India can nevertheless
become a great power if it continues todo well economically, develops alarge manufacturing
sector, gains in technological heft, bullds a more capable defence industry, impraves its
human development indicators, becoines more of a trading nation, and has preaterinternal
cohesion.

Mr Chowdhury isa seif-made politician
in the sense that politics was not an Inhet-
itance, He belongs tO a region in West
Bengal where the Muslims are ina majority,
31 per cent of the voters on average. The
Malda-Murshidabad-Uttar Dinajpur region
has been a stronghold of the Congress for
decades; represented as 1t was by Abdul
Ghani Khan Chowdhury, former Undon rall-
way minister.

Mr Chowdhury began his political
career In the Rajiv Gandhl era. He won his
second  election (1996, Nabagram
Assenmiblyias an absconder — he was want-
ed on a-murder charge. His supporters
plaved his speeches on portable cassetie
recorders il over the constituency. Later
he went to prison on other murder charges,
While inside, he procured a subscription ta
The Statesman newspaper-and & Bangla-
to-English dictionary and taught himself
English. He would fater make a speechata
UN venue and return to recall to reporters
how he had learnt the language. Politics
neaded money and he ralsed It inthe same
way evervone did in those days — by
becoming a government contracior,

His politlcs was of the Robln Hood vari-
ety, derived from Left militancy, which
Inspired him to join politics but which he
gradually gave up. Young men who tried
te molest women would be thrashed
rourd by in full public view; many parents
whoe could not afford to get girls married
were assisted financlally by Mr
Chowdhury: he funded sport, Durga puja
pandals, community libraries, and all the
other routes to power in Bengal politics.

The Securities and Exchangs
Board of India {Sebi) has mandated
online platforms solely into distri-
bution of direct mutual fund (MF)
schemes to become EOPs by
registering either with exchanges
(EOP Category X} or Amfi (EOP
Category 1.

Sebl’s regulation defines the
roleand compliance requiremernts

for EOPs, as it opens doors for
manetisatlon by allowing thein to
charge transaction fees.

However, Amfi's gnideline has
not mentioned a maximum fee
that EOPs can charge,

Sebi's regulation came Into
force in September and malkes reg-
istration mandatory from
December. After registering with
Amfi as an EOP, MF distribution
placforms will have to enter agres-
ments with fund houses to start
selling their direct
schemes online,

[n addition to the net worth
criteria, distribution platforms will
have to meet sebl's conditlons say-
ing that an entity should be a "body

corporate” with at [east two qual-
fied and experienced managers
and one compliance officer. Amfi's
guidelines set a code of conduct
and cyber security frameworks for
the platforms.

Equity MF SIPs boost
distributors’ income

Revenue from commissions saw double-digit growth in FY23; AUM rise modest

he rising popularity of equity

I mutual fund (MF) Investing via

the systematic investment plan

(51 route led to double-digit revenue

growth for MF distributors during 2022-

23 (FY23), evenas the industey’s overall

assets under management (AUM) sawa
modest 5 per cent rise.

During FY23, the top 1.700 distribu-
tors, who account for around & per
centof the regular AUM of the industry,
raked in¥12,000 crore 48 gross comimis-
slons. This Is 16 per cent higher than the
total payout of ¥10400 crore they
recelved in financial year 2021-22
(FY22)

clients in MF schemes rose just 8.5 per
cent o ¥14.7 trillion.

According to MF officials, the com-
miscion pavouts outpaced the asset
growth as the asset mix of MF distribu-
tors is increasingly moving towards
higher-paying equity schemes at the
expense of debt funds.

“There are several factors — with
prominence of equity investment and
rlsing SIP inflows being the primary
drivers. The fact that equity schemes
see larger mark-to-market galns vis-a-
viz debt plans also alded growth in
equity assets of distributors,” salid
Sitshendu Basu, product head at
Bandhan Mutual Fund. Owing to the
strong SIP Inflows into equity schemes
in FY¥23, the share
of active equity schemes In the tetal
ME AUM rose to 37 per cent from 25 per
cent # vear ago, shows a report
by Bandhan ME. While investors
pumped In s net 14 trillion Into active
equity schemes in F¥23, they pulled out
fLo trillion from debt schemes, accord-
ing to the report.

As inany other
equity fund, one should remain
Invested across a business cycle, that is,
foratleast fiveyears, 1o realise the
potential gains from these funds,” says
Maheshmwari.

According to her, since these funds
take concentrated exposure to a few
sectors, thev canbe risky for first-time
or conservative investors, "However,
investorswho havealready builta core
mutual fund portfolio using
diversified-equity funds, and now wish
1o generate higher returns through
thelr satellite portfollos, mayconsider
allocating to these funds,” shesays.

Google on Thursday announced that it
wis opening its artificial intelligence (Al
powered Search as an experimental
ture in India. Called Search Gener:
Experience (SGE), this experimental fea-
ture adds a laver of generative Al-pow-
ered experences to Google Search.

The SGE will be made-available 1o
users as anopt-lnexperiment ln Googla's
SearchLab, an initiative for general users
to slgn up and test Google's new experi-
mental features and products.

Artificial intelligence is based on tak-
ing a more human-like approach rather
than being completely accurate. Even
though the Al models are trained on
hnge data sets, they can still be inaccu-
rate. Google has also put In some resiric-
tions on SGE, lke limiting the type of
gueries that can be raised to prevent
lnaccuracy in search results, This Is
because, Google said, the SGE may mis-
imterpret language thatcould change the
meaning of the output,

Additionally, since it relies on
large language model-based experi-
ences, the information snapshot might
include misrepresented facts or inaccu-
rate identifiers.

SGE also brings the benefits of
contextual information, which is mot
possible with the current model of
Google Search since it considers gach
search query as a new command. This
essentiaily means that vou can ask
